Public
comment forms will be available at each meeting and must be submitted prior to the commencement of the
meeting.

For meetings held telephonically, public comment forms can be obtained from the Board website and emailed
to the Office of Board Relations (boardoffice@ucf.edu) prior to the meeting. Organizations, groups, or factions
wishing to address the Board shall designate a single representative to speak on its behalf to ensure orderly
presentation to the Board. The Board will reserve no more than fifteen minutes for public comments. Each
speaker shall be allotted three minutes to present information unless modified by the Board chair.

e Public comment speakers will be asked to speak in the order by which the forms were
received.

e Public comment speakers wishing to make their comment by phone must call in 15 minutes
prior to the start of the meeting.
